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Community Alert Group Constitution

1.In this constitution: Community Alert means any local voluntary organisation which (i) is set up in the parish/town land/village of                                                        and is broadly representative of that area

 (ii)has objects similar to those listed below

 (iii)holds an Annual General Meeting and regular meetings ‘Chairperson’ and Vice-Chairperson’ means the person so elected at the AGM of the Community Alert group. ‘Secretary’ means any person elected to perform the duties of the secretary of the Community Alert Group. ‘member’ means any person involved in the running of the Community Alert Group, e.g. area representative, committee member etc.

3.The main objects for which this Community Alert group is established are:

 (a).to provide a framework through which all individuals in the parish/town land/village of can work 

(b).to be alert to individuals or vehicles acting in a suspicious manner and to report these activities to the Gardai; 

(c).to encourage neighbourliness and civic responsibility in all sectors of the community so as to further object a; 

(d).to represent the views of their community on issues of community safety to the Gardai, the Health Board, Local Authority etc. 

4.Membership of this Community Alert Group is open to all the residents of the area described in ‘3a’. 

5. The Community Alert Group shall conduct all its business in a balanced and impartial way. In particular it shall operate in a non-political and interdenominational way and act in the best interests of all the residents of the local community, particularly the more vulnerable members. The Community Alert group shall meet at least four times a year and shall also hold an Annual General Meeting at which officers shall be elected.
